The Kingdom of God was reserved for the
Jews alone, and Gentiles would be shut
out. The Jewish catechism, Mishnah,
taught: “All Israelites have a share in the
world to come.” The author of the Apoca-
lypse of Ezra declared, ‘this age the Most
High has made for the many, but the age
to come for a few” (4 Ezra 8:1). Hence,
Jesus’ answer must have come as a
shock. Jesus affirms that God wants all
persons to enjoy eternal life. But he stress-
es our need for constant fidelity and vigi-
lance throughout our lives. Thus, Jesus
reminds us that, even though God wants
all of us to be saved, we all need to work at it. Entry into God’s kingdom is not
automatically granted, based purely on religious affiliation or nationality, so we
cannot presume on God’'s mercy and do nothing by way of response to God'’s
invitation. What Jesus is saying is that salvation is not guaranteed for anyone.
“Outside the Church there is no salvation” was a rallying cry for centuries. But
Jesus declares that nobody can claim that he is “saved,” possessing a “visa”
to Heaven. How many will be saved in the end is a decision that rests with
God and depends His Justice which includes His Mercy. Jesus came to bring
God's love and freedom to the whole world. The message of his Gospel is
that there is not a single person, people, nation, race, or class, which will be
excluded from experiencing the love and liberation that God offers. Hence,
the role of the Christian communlty, is first to proclalm to the whole worId
the Good News of God's love for [ S e
the world, and then to show this
Good News to be real, made visible
in the loving, sharing and serving s
lives of individual Christians. So, to
be “saved” means to live and to die
in a close, loving relationship with
God and with others. The parable
of the locked door warns us that
the time is short. Each day sees
endings and opportunities missed.
“Opportunity will not knock twice at your
door.” Remember the old “Examination
of Conscience” we were asked to make
at the end of each day, in which we ask
God'’s pardon for the faults and sins of
the day? “How conscious was | this day
of God’s numerous gifts? How well did
| respond to the opportunities to bear
witness and serve in Jesus' name: fo
forgive, feed, clothe, and love those
who entered my life? How much did |
strive today to enter through the narrow
gate of sacrificial love in action?”

We might conclude this self-
examination with a short prayer:
“l need you Jesus Christ. Grant me

Queenship of Mary - August 21
For many of us, the language of kings and
queens may seem like they belong to histo-
ry. Royalty have absolute authority over a
kingdom and their subjects, a concept that
is foreign to many of us today. While Jesus
doesn't rule a political kingdom, we honor
and recognize him as the King of Kings,
Lord of Heaven and Earth. To God alone
belongs absolute authority over all of exist-
ence. We may think of queens as the
spouse of the king, but there is another key
relationship: the king’s mother. In Biblical
history, we see instances where the mother
of the king is given due as a queen herself,
complete with a throne! Mary’s guiding
influence over her Son is seen most notably
in the Wedding Feast at Cana. Mary is not
Queen on her own merit. She is “full of
grace” and “blessed” in “all ages” because
of the reign of her Son.

History of Her Scars
In the 15th century, the Polish Prince St.
Ladislaus was owner of the painting. His
palace was attacked by the Tatars and the
painting enshrined in his castle was hit by an
arrow and pierced the throat area of Our
Lady. He decided to move the icon to his
home town in order to keep it safe. Since it
was a long journey he decided to stop for the
night at Czestochowa. The next morning, as
he started to leave, the horses pulling the
wagon containing the painting of Our Lady
refused to move forward. St. Ladislaus un-
derstood this as a sign from God that the
painting was to remain in Czestochowa. The
icon was placed in the care of the Pauline
Fathers. For the past 600 years and to this
day, the Pauline Fathers guard and care this
Sacred Image.  In 1430, the Hussites invad-
ed the monastery of Jasna Gora. The paint-
ing was struck twice with a sword. The poor
bandit attempting to strike it a third time, fell
to the ground and died. Many artists have

- desperately tried to repair the icon by paint-

ing over the scars and even by stitching
them back together, but the scars of Our
Lady keep reappearing at the surface.

The Great Miracle
General Miller and an army of 12,000
Protestant invaders attempted to take the
monastery-fortress of Jasna Gora in 1655.
The prior of the monastery refusing to give
away such holy place to desecrators and
heretic's turned to Our Lady of Czestochowa
with 40 holy monks for help.
The monks unceasingly prayed and pleaded
before Our Lady to have the strength and
courage for battle. While they were battling a
mysterious “Lady” dressed in blue began to
appear on the ramparts of the monastery
and she herself was seen loading the can-
ons. The invaders, terrified at this event, fled
away calling the beautiful Lady in blue a
‘witch.” Many more miracles and Divine
interventions happened during the battle.
General Miller had a vision of Our Lady of
which he says of: ‘It is absolutely not com-

| parable to that virgin who appeared to me;

for it is not possible to see anything compa-
rable on earth. Something of the celestial &
Divine, which frightened me from the begin-
ning, shone in her face.”
